intake manifold and the head that is so wide a
gasket will not seal it. This promotes coolant, oil,
and intake leaks. The solution here is to mill the
manifold to compensate for the milled heads. This
lowers the manifold, but then the end rails of the
intake manifold come into contact with the block.
This prevents the manifold from pulling down solid
against the heads . . . more leaks. The ends of the
manifold must be milled. The following table is
one I ran across a few years ago and seems to be
accurate.

Amount milled from cylinder head
0.005”
0.010”
0.015”
0.020”
0.025”
0.30”

Amount milled from intake manifold
Side Bottom
0.006” 0.009”
0.012” 0.017”
0.018” 0.025”
0.025” 0.034”
0.031” 0.043”
0.037” 0.052”

Head cuts less than 0.010” usually will not need any
intake milling but there are probably some
exceptions out there. Any head cuts that exceed this
table can easily be extrapolated from the table.
